By doing so you will be eligible for student 
loans and grants, job training and government jobs as well as avoiding a 5-year prison sentence and up to $250,000 
fine.  Register at the post-office, drivers licensing facility, or on line at https://www.sss.gov/. Another way a young 
man can register is to check a box on the application form for federal student financial aid (FAFSA). Check 
"Register Me" on Box #22 of that form, and the Department of Education will furnish Selective Service with 
the information to register you.
